It certainly is worthwhile to investigate what stamps can tell about golf.                                      However, as sports like soccer (even Johan Cruyff appeared on stamps from Paraguay and Dominica) and chess are frequently shown, golf was hardly seen on stamps.
Worldwide, only in recent years a few stamps are depicting the game of golf. 
As a primeur France in 1962 issued a stamp of 1 Fr.  In the tourist series, showing a golf course in the region of Le Touquet-Paris Plage, flanked left by a golf bag with clubs.

One of seven stamps from Australia, issued at July 24 1974, value of 7p, in the series of those sports not represented in the Olympics,   shows a golfer in his upswing.
In 1974 Dominica issued a series of 4 values (2c, 6c, 20c and airmail 10c) at the occasion of the World Amateur Golf Championships.

St. Kitts Nevis  in 1975  came  with a series of pictures of  a styled  golf player at the occasion of the opening of the  Fregattecurve Golf course,  in the values  4, 25, 50c and 1 dollar.

In St. Vincent appeared July 31 1975, in a tourist series a stamp (value 20c) with players on a golf course at St.Vincent. 
In June 26 1975, Ireland presented a series of 2 values (6p and 9p) at the occasion of the 9th European Amateur Golf Championship at Killarney 26-29june, in which a picture of putting golfers.
Also in 1975,   Ecuador   issued a 0.60S stamp with a styled golfer.

February 18 1976 Gambia, gave birth to a series with images of a golfer (10B), 

a  Lady golfer (50B)  and  another golfer (1.50D)

In South Africa   on December 2 1976, a stamp (value 15c) appeared   with a picture of the famous Gary Player.
